19Go therefore andmake disciples of all nations,

baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the 

Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to 

observe all that I have commanded you. And 

behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”

leadership to others accurately

� Matt. 8: 5 – 13 Centurion understands the authority 
- power connection

� Jesus’ greatest passion:  honoring Father

� Acts 3: 1 – 8  Peter gets it

Second Key:  Power Tools

� 1 Cor. 12: 1 – 11  In context of community

� Rom. 7: 3 – 8  In context of community

� Eph. 4: 4 – 13  In context of community

� Power never separate from authority

� Mark 16: 15 – 18  Sickness and demons

� James 5: 13 – 15  Authority-power-safety link
